9. The movement of the Bhotiyas was dependent on the need of cattle.

(i) The Bhotiyas made their move from one place to another according to seasonal changes. Seasons affected their movement as they needed pasture lands to feed their cattle.

The Indian Forest Service was set up in 1864 by Dietrich Brandis in order to plan a proper system of managing forests in India. He believed that if forests had to be preserved for timber production then the use of forests by village communities and grazing had to be restricted. Forests had to be cleared in order to plant trees that would aid timber production.

Some of the factors responsible for the conflict the british government, peasants and local traders are as follows

(i) As enclosures came up, the peasants  who had a customary right to use the common could no longer use the lands for grazing their cattle or hutting small animals for food.

(ii) The poor peasants lost their lands due to enclosures and had to look for work in other regions.

(iii)  As threshing machines came up, the peasants who worked on the fields were left unemployed, All the profit went into pockets of the rich land owners. 
10. Kerry Packer introduced many important changes to the game of cricket. Some of them are as follows:

(I) He made cricket a marketable sport. He presented the possibility of cricket being able to generate huge revenues for the cricket boards if the game is telecast ia an attractive way.
(II)  He introduced crucial changes to the game such as coloured dress, helmets, field restrictions and cricket under light which changed to game considerably and made it very attractive to the television audience.

(III) Cricket captured huge market because of television coverage. The game could be watched by millions in any city or village having to go the stadium to watch it.

     The National Woan suffrage Association was headed by Mrs Staton, The movement demanded change in women’s clothes as assign of reformation in their social position, The association demanded that women’s clothing be made comfortable and simple, skirts be shortened so as to give them the freedom to move about freely and tight corsets be abandoned.
11. Cricket  are introduced to the colonies by the British. Though they did not make any effort to spread the game in the colonies, it became a popular sport in the colonies as the local elites considered playing cricket a sign of modernity, They tried to emulate their white masters.

The concept of national dress emerged in India as a way to establish cultural identity. As national sentiments rose, a need for a dress was felt mainly by the upper class and upper caste men and women. While men considered chapkan to be the most suitable dress, women adopted the Brahmika sari as a way to unify all cultures in India.

12. Montane forests are home to various species of flora and fauna. Two species of fauna found in these forests are junipers and pine. Two of common animals found in montane forests are spotted deer and Kashmir stag.

These forests are also home to nomadic tribes like theGujjars and the Bakarwals.

13.  India has taken several measures to conserve the large reserve of flora and fauna in the country. Some of the way to conserve flora and fauna are: 
(i) India has set up 89 national parks and 490 wildlife sanctuaries along with zoological gardens in order to conserve endangered plant and animal species.

(ii)  India has also established 14 biosphere reserves to protect flora and fauna.

(iii) Various projects have been taken up by the government such as project Tiger and Project Rhino in order to protect the fast-disappearing animal species.

14.  Three climate controls that influence the climate of India as follows:

(i) Latitude – India experiences both tropical and sub-tropical climates in different parts of the country because the Tropic of Cancer almost through the middle of India. The southern part lies near the equator and experiences warm climate throughout the year while the northern part lies to the north of the Tropic of Cancer and faces extreme climate.

(ii) Altitude – Altitude determines the temperature of a region. While the high mountains in the north have low temperature throughout the year, the valleys or plain areas face high temperature. With every 165m rise from the sea level, temperature decreases by 1 degree Celsius.

(iii) Distance from Sea – Ocean currents have a great influence on the climate of the area nearby. As the distance from sea increases, the climate changes from moderates to extreme.

15. The number of seats reserved for the Scheduled Castes in Lok Sabha is 79 and the total reserved seats for the Scheduled Tribes is 41. 423 seats are left the general category after reservation in Parliamentary election .

16. The ethnic massacre in Kosovo took place between Feb 1998 and 1999 when it was a province of Yugoslavia. The Albanian minority in the province was subjected to torture and mass killings took place in province under the orders of the Serb nationalist Milosevic who wanted the Serbs to dominate the country and eliminate the lbanian population. Thousands of Albanians were killed by the Serbian troops.

It is regarded as one of the biggest tragedies in recent times. With the intervention of other countries, the onslaught was brought to an end and the International Court of justice put Milosevic  on trial for crimes against humanity.
17. The values promoted by the Supreme Court are as follows:

(i) It should remain  independent of the legislature and the executive and should work for the welfare of the nation.

(ii) The judges should maintain the dignity of their position and should not act on the direction of the government or according to the wishes of the party of power.

(iii) They should check malpractices of public officials.

18.  Food security means all people at all times have physical and economical access to sufficient food. It has following dimensions:
(i) Availability of food – It means adequate availability of food. It includes current year’s domestic production, food imports and the stock already stored in government granaries.

(ii) Accessibility – It implies that food should be within the reach of every person.

(iii) Accessibility – It means that people should adequate purchasing power so that they can purchase sufficient and nutritious food to meet their requirements.

19. When starvation occurs at a massive scale due to various factors, it is called famine, famine impacts the lives of the people in the following ways:

(i) It causes widespread death due to starvation and epidemic.

(ii) People are vulnerable to various diseases due to forced use of contaminated water and loss of body resistance.
20. The percentage of poor people in vulnerable groups differs significantly from the national average of 26. 51 out of 100 people under the Scheduled Tribes category fall below the poverty line. 50 per cent of casual workers in urban areas are below poverty line. Similarly about 43 per cent of scheduled Castes and 50 per cent of landless agricultural workers also fall below the poverty line. 2100 cal for urban area and 2400 cal for rular area.
21. The maasai society was divided into two social categories – the elders and the warriors.

The elders formed the ruling groups. They met periodically to discuss the affairs of the community and settle disputes. The warriors were young people of the tribe responsible for looking after the safety of the people of the tribe and organizing cattle raids.

The role changed of the elders and the warriors changed with the appointment of chiefs of different sub-groups of the Maasai tribe by the British government.

Some of the new policies related to the forests of Asia and Africa that have been implemented since 1980 are as follows:

(i) The government ruling the countries that were colonies in the past have understood the adverse effects of scientific forestry.

(ii) Conservation of forests rather than collecting timber has been stressed.

(iii) Government have realized the importance of village communities in preserving forests and promoting village contribution in this field.

(iv) Local forests communities and environmentalists are coming up with new ways of forests management.

Five effects of agricultural depression in England in 1930 are as follows:

(i) The landowners began reducing the area they cultivated and demanded that importing of food grains be stopped.

(ii) Wage rate and employment opportunities as landowners cut wages an d employees.

(iii) People could not find regular jobs easily and had to settle for unsafe jobs.

(iv) Captain Swing riots spread in the countryside as a result of rise in unemployment and sharp cut in wages.
(v) Threshing machines came to be seen as enemies of poor peasants and harbingers of bad times.
